Hi, Saints!

Here are some tips about recording and ways of submitting your file(s):

A. Tips for Recording

a. Quality of Recording

To avoid serious background noise or broken notes , it is preferred that recording be done in a recording studio; otherwise, if possible, please consult with professionals on how to record and to produce a clear quality sound. While recording, please keep the audio sound clear without too much echo, balance between background music and vocals and total AVERAGE volume not too loud or too low (i.e. not more than -5dB not less than -20dB – is suggested).
b. Double Checking

After recording and before sending it to us, make sure you use earphones, with good quality, to check whether the quality of the recording is good.

c. Music Video Shooting and Vocal Recording

If the vocals and MV are done separately, i.e. the vocals are done in a recording studio and the MV is done somewhere else, it’s suggested that the vocalist can hear the studio recorded vocals when he/she is performing in the Video, so as to match the speed of singing. For MV, please don’t put subtitles on the screen. Also for producing the video, NTSC is preferable, but PAL is also acceptable.
B. Lyrics and Time Code
Please attach your lyrics (and introduction, if there’s any) in your native language. Also attach another file with lyrics translated in English with the time code (i.e. 01:01—02:12 I will forever love you).
(It’s more convenient for Video Team to do the editing and subtitles.)

If the song, either in Music Video or Audio, is done by a language that is Chinese or English, the time code can be omitted.
C. Tips for Submitting Your File

a. Submitting It through Internet

1. File name must be in English only. Other languages are not acceptable. If the original name is not in English, you may translate it into English.

2. If you send in Audio format only, please submit it in Wave format (44k, 16 bit or 48k, 16 bit). If you want to send video files, please submit in DVD format, and send all files of your DVD disk to our site: <http://eoffice.godsdirectcontact.org.tw/eupload/index.php?project=regional_melody>.
3. Please upload your file to the following site: http://eoffice.godsdirectcontact.org.tw/eupload/index.php?project=regional_melody<>

After you key in your name and Email address, then you can login. And follow the instruction to paste your files. If it is not possible for you to leave your name and e-mail address (which are confidential), you can key in any name and email address, you can still login.
Meanwhile, you must c/c your registration form to your contact person.
The first step of uploading is for you to leave short notes. Then send all the files including the registration form, music files and (native language + English) lyrics at the second step. Don't forget Step 3: Complete the session after uploading, otherwise, your file is not uploaded.
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PS about Source of Video: If it’s NOT your original production, please note the source of the video (website address or ...). Just reminding, the lyrics and music must be your own work, not copying from others.
